Exodus 2: verses 1 to 10 

Birth and Youth of Moses 

 

Now a man from the house of Levi went and married 

a Levite woman. The woman conceived and bore a 

son; and when she saw that he was a fine baby, she 

hid him for three months. When she could hide him 

no longer she got a papyrus basket for him, and 

plastered it with bitumen and pitch; she put the child 

in it and placed it among the reeds on the bank of the 

river. His sister stood at a distance, to see what 

would happen to him. 

The daughter of Pharaoh came down to bathe at the 

river, while her attendants walked beside the river. 

She saw the basket among the reeds and sent her 

maid to bring it. When she opened it, she saw the 

child. He was crying, and she took pity on him. ‘This 

must be one of the Hebrews’ children,’ she 

said. Then his sister said to Pharaoh’s daughter, 

‘Shall I go and get you a nurse from the Hebrew 

women to nurse the child for you?’ Pharaoh’s 

daughter said to her, ‘Yes.’ So the girl went and 

called the child’s mother. Pharaoh’s daughter said to 

her, ‘Take this child and nurse it for me, and I will 

give you your wages.’ So the woman took the child 

and nursed it. When the child grew up, she brought 

him to Pharaoh’s daughter, and she took him as her 

son. She named him Moses, ‘because’, she said, ‘I 

drew him out of the water.’

And let the peace of Christ rule in your 
hearts, to which indeed you were called in the one 
body. And be thankful. Let the word of Christ dwell in 
you richly; teach and admonish one another in all 
wisdom; and with gratitude in your hearts sing 
psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs to God. And 
whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in 
the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the 
Father through him.

She was of a great 
age, having lived with her husband for seven years 
after her marriage, then as a widow to the age of 
eighty-four. She never left the temple but worshipped 
there with fasting and prayer night and day. At that 
moment she came, and began to praise God and to 
speak about the child to all who were looking for the 
redemption of Jerusalem.
